Covid Contact

Please do not send any information to the main school admin email as it is not monitored out of hours and may lead to a situation where we are unable to track, trace and inform pupils and staff of the need to isolate quickly if needed.  If a class bubble is forced to isolate due to a positive close contact then work will be provided through our remote learning policy to those pupils who are affected and unable to attend school for the period of isolation.  It is extremely important that we can contact families quickly if a child is ill or a bubble needs to isolate so please ensure the office has any updated phone numbers or email addresses.
Parking

Please can we request that parents / guardians do not park at the top of Crawford Street opposite school or in the area behind the double yellow lines as this is causing a danger to pedestrians and may result in a parking fine.  The areas adjacent to school are residents parking only and the double yellow lines are enforceable. The Local Authority will be patrolling the area around drop off and pick up times.  Please ensure anyone dropping off or collecting your child is aware of the request not to park in these places and the possibility of a parking fine.
