Covid Update
Thank you to all parents who have shown their support and patience towards school this week. We have had an incredibly difficult fortnight in school, with a bubble bursting and Y3 children being sent home to isolate. Following this, we have seen a massive increase in Covid cases across town and within school families. You may have noticed that the carpark looks incredibly empty as we have had nine staff isolating all due to having an immediate family member who are ill with Covid. In addition, a number of staff have shown symptoms of Covid and had to isolate pending results of PCR tests. Fortunately, these tests were negative so the staff could return to school. 

Before we opened on Wednesday I was working closely with the chair trying to avoid closing classes due to lack of staff and the inability to redeploy any school staff into different bubbles or secure any supply staff. This has, unfortunately, happened in a number of other schools in the town over the past two weeks and many schools are seeing an increase in bubbles closing forcing children to isolate until after the end of term. Thankfully circumstances changed and we were able to open although it be with a skeleton staff.

Whilst the Covid regulations are loosening in the outside world, in school, we have never seen so many children, staff and parents testing positive or having to isolate since this the pandemic began in March 2020. Therefore, moving into the final week of term we will be extremely cautious in school as we are acutely aware that nobody wants bubbles to burst or any children / staff to miss the last week in school or have to isolate during the holiday period. 

I would like to take this opportunity to thank families for continuing to follow Covid guidance, seeking tests and isolating where necessary. It is this cooperation and consideration which has brought us through the last 18 months with very few isolations or bubbles popping.

You should have all received the Annual Report for your child today via email. This includes an introduction to your child’s new staff next year. Next week children will get the opportunity to meet their new teacher and we will be ensuring that Year Six have a great final week with us. We have a couple of surprise treats planned for them and their Leavers Assembly will take place virtually on Friday morning as many of them are leaving for summer school on this day.

Hopefully our final seven days in school will be fun and safe for all our children, staff and families as we are all looking forward to a well- earned break.
