Late School Collections

We are seeing an increase in children not being collected on time at the end of the school day. If you are going to be late collecting your child from school please ring the school office to let us know. Whilst we understand that everyone may encounter a one-off emergency we are seeing an increase in children not being collected on a regular basis. Teaching and office staff are unable to supervise children after 3pm due to meetings, clubs, planning, preparation and training.  School policy allows a ten-minute grace period for emergency lateness before pupils are placed in Seaton Crew, after school childcare, if a place is available, at a charge of £6.75. Our after -school childcare runs until 5.30pm daily and is open to children of all ages. Please contact the office if you would like further information regarding this.
