Happy New Year
Happy New Year ! We hope that you managed to enjoy the festive break with your family and that you are well moving into the new year.
Covid
As you will be aware the new Covid variant is spreading quickly and Hartlepool currently is experiencing the highest rate in positive cases since the pandemic began. Unfortunately, this is being reflected within our school community with the largest number of pupils, staff and parents testing positive over the last week than we have ever seen. 

We have many children and staff currently ill and isolating and a number of others who are taking the 7 day lateral flow tests after being close contact with a positive case. At the moment the pattern appears to be that the virus is being passed within households rather than within the school setting. 

As always, we continue to rigorously follow all the government guidelines which form our ongoing risk assessments and procedures within school. Again, this week, our school community have really supported our school efforts by following the guidance, undertaking tests, isolating or keeping children away from school if they are unwell. 

Unfortunately, due to staff absences we have had to employ a number of supply teachers to cover classes this week, which at times has proven difficult as they are in high demand from all schools. Our remaining staff are working extremely hard to provide remote work for children who are isolating whilst also covering roles and duties within the school that absent colleagues would usually undertake. I would like to thank you for your patience and support as try our hardest to keep all our classes open and children in school.

I understand that at the moment, the best way to access lateral flow tests is via the QR code ordering and collection system as home deliveries remain intermittent due to high demand.

 The rules surrounding testing and isolation have changed yet again, this week, so I have provided you with a summary below:

Symptoms

As well as the widely publicised symptoms of temperature, cough, loss of taste and smell the Omnicrom variant’s top five symptoms are runny nose, headache, fatigue, sneezing, sore throat. Stomach ache and sickness have also been associated with this variant.

Symptomatic –   Seek a PCR test, isolate for 10 days. On day 6 you can take a lateral flow test. If this is negative, 24hours after the test (on day 7) you can take another lateral flow test. If this too is negative you can stop isolating. If it remains positive you must continue to isolate for the full 10 days. All results should be logged on the government website.

If you are a close contact of someone who is Covid positive you must take a lateral flow test every day, for 7 days. This includes all children 5 years old and above.  All results must be logged on the government website.

Asymptomatic – If you are taking a lateral flow for work, to attend an event or because you have been a close contact of a person positive and it returns as positive, from 11th January you no longer need to seek a PCR test to confirm that you are positive. However, you need to isolate for 10 days. On day 6 you can take a lateral flow test. If this is negative, 24hours after the test (on day 7) you can take another lateral flow test. If this too is negative you can stop isolating. If it remains positive you must continue to isolate for the full 10 days. All results should be logged on the government website. When testing please allow the full 30 minutes for the test to develop a result fully.

Please continue to inform the Covid email covid@hpoolholytrinity.org.uk if your child is symptomatic and taking a test, or has tested positive. 

I am certain that we will continue to navigate a difficult route through this current surge in cases in the best way we can, by continuing to work together for the safety of all our families.
