Absences

Can I remind all parents of our school policy for reporting absences.  School should be contacted before 10am on the day of a child’s absence and a detailed reason should be provided.  “Not well” or “poorly” is insufficient information as the illness maybe infectious, notifiable or have medical implications for other pupils and staff.  If you child has sickness or diarrhoea then they cannot return back to school until 48 hours after the last episode.  On your child’s return to school they will also need a letter emailing to admin@hpoolholytrinity.org.uk detailing the dates and reason for absence. We will send a reminder by text if an email is not received, however if we still do not receive this within 7 days the absence will be recorded as unauthorised. Once the absence is recorded it cannot be amended unless in exceptional circumstances.  If your child has an appointment, we require a copy via email of the appointment card or letter in order to record the appropriate mark.  If this is not produced then it will be recorded as an unauthorised absence in the register.  Can I also remind parents that we do not have holiday request forms and that any requests should be made in writing by email, addressed to the Chair of the Academy Council. The letter should give full details and reasons for holidays in term time.  Holiday requests/leave of absence should be made at least 4 weeks in advance in order to process.  All holidays are recorded as unauthorised absence. Thank you for your cooperation in this matter.

School Meals

Any changes to lunch arrangements should have by now been emailed to admin2@hpoolholytriniy.org.uk.  School meals are £2.13 a day and are payable through ParentPay. If payment is not received within the week then you may be asked to provide your child with a packed lunch.

Covid Guidelines

Symptoms

As well as the widely publicised symptoms of temperature, cough, loss of taste and smell the Omnicrom variant’s top five symptoms are runny nose, headache, fatigue, sneezing, sore throat. Stomach ache and sickness have also been associated with this variant.

Symptomatic – *Seek a PCR test*

Asymptomatic – If you are taking a lateral flow for work, to attend an event or because you have been a close contact of a person positive and it returns as positive you no longer need to seek a PCR test to confirm that you are positive. Please continue to inform the Covid email covid@hpoolholytrinity.org.uk if your child is symptomatic and taking a test, or has tested positive.

If you are a close contact of someone who is Covid positive you must take a lateral flow test every day, for 7 days. This includes all children 5 years old and above. All results must be logged on the government website.

From Monday 17 January, people who are self-isolating with COVID-19 will have the option to reduce their isolation period after 5 full days if they test negative with a lateral flow device (LFD) test on both day 5 and day 6 and they do not have a temperature.

For example, if they test negative on the morning of day 5 and the morning of day 6, they can return to their education or childcare setting immediately on day 6.

The first test must be taken no earlier than day 5 of the self-isolation period, and the second must be taken the following day. All test results should be reported to NHS Test and Trace.

If the result of either of their tests is positive, they should continue to self-isolate until they get negative results from two LFD tests on consecutive days or until they have completed 10 full days of self-isolation, whichever is earliest.

Anyone who is unable to take LFD tests or anyone who continues to have a temperature will need to complete the full 10-day period of self-isolation.

I would again like to thank everyone for playing their part, testing their children and working together for the safety of all our families.
