Changes to measures and guidance for managing COVID-19 in education and childcare settings from Friday 1 April
The UKHSA this week  published its guidance on the next stage of ‘living with Covid’ https://www.gov.uk/guidance/people-with-symptoms-of-a-respiratory-infection-including-covid-19.  The guidance is in two parts, acknowledging that most people can no longer access free Covid tests:, summary of key areas below-

Actions you can take to protect other people if you are unwell with symptoms of a respiratory infection, including COVID-19, and you have not taken a test for COVID-19.

· Those who have symptoms have a respiratory infection and have a high temperature or do not feel well enough to attend work/school or carry out normal activities are advised to stay at home and avoid contact with other people until you no longer have a high temperature or no longer feel unwell.  “In some cases, you might continue to have a cough or feel tired after your other symptoms have improved, but this does not mean that you are still infectious.”
· When children and young people with symptoms should stay at home and when they can return to education 
· Those with mild symptoms such as a runny nose, sore throat, or slight cough, who are otherwise well, can continue to attend their education setting.

· Children and young people who are unwell and have a high temperature should stay at home and avoid contact with other people, where they can. They can go back to school, college or childcare, and resume normal activities when they no longer have a high temperature and they are well enough to attend.

Advice for people who have taken a COVID-19 test and have received a positive test result.

· Adults who have a positive covid test should avoid contact with other people for 5 days after the day of the test

· For those under 18 tests are no longer recommended.  For children who do have a positive test should stay at home and avoid contact with other people for 3 days after the day they took the test.  After 3 days if they feel well and don’t have a high temperature the risk of passing infection if much lower.
