Y3 Class Visit

On Monday this week, Year 3 attended a trip to Saltholme to support their knowledge and understanding in Science.  On the morning of their trip the children learned about different minibeasts and used different techniques to collect minibeasts from various habitats such as under logs, on leaves and by 'sweeping' wild grasses.  They identified each creature using identification keys.  On the afternoon, they worked as a team to collect pieces of a 'plant jigsaw' and then they used hoops to select areas of a meadow to work in. They then used classification keys to identify what each plant was inside of their hoop. It was a fantastic day and thoroughly enjoyed by both staff and children.
