Administration of Medication in School

Please be advised that we have to follow strict Health & Safety guidelines for administrating medication in school.  

Prescribed Medication: If prescribed medication is needed to be administrated 4 times a day we are able to accommodate this. The medicine must be labelled with the child’s name, issue and expirty date and details of medicine administration.  It will be necessary to complete the relevant paperwork which is available at the school office. The medicine must be dropped off and collected each day at the school office.

Non-Prescribed Medication

We cannot administrate non-prescribed medication such as Calpol in school. However, you or a family member are welcome to come into school and administrate the medicine.  Please do not send medication such as soothers, lockets etc.
