IMPORTANT REMINDER - Parking!
Unfortunately, we have received complaints, including photographs, from local residents, regarding parents/carers parking on Stokesley Road and Crawford Street whilst dropping off and picking up pupils at the beginning and the end of the day. These photos clearly show cars parked on double yellow lines, blocking pavements, residents’ drives and on grass verges, which are consequently churned up and damaged due to this. Concerns for the safety of pedestrians has also been expressed as they cannot walk on pavements with prams/buggies or cross the roads safely due to the number of illegally parked cars. The parking enforcement team have spoken to school and asked that we remind you to park legally and considerately. They have also confirmed that they will be patrolling the area in the coming weeks to target those committing parking offences
We would politely request that parents please walk whenever possible or park legally and considerately when dropping off or picking up pupils from school.
