School Meal Price Increase

Hartlepool Borough Council have informed us the price of a school meal will increase on 1st April 2023 to £2.41 per meal (£12.05 per week).  Can we remind parents that school meals should be paid weekly in advance using ParentPay.  If payment is not made in advance and made in arrears then you may be asked to provide your child with a packed lunch.  School meal arrangements can only be changed in writing at the end of a school term.  If there are any issues with payment please contact the school office.
Strike Action
Further to the information which has been emailed out this week regarding the NEU strike action please note the following:
· All school -registered children of compulsory school age in classes open on days when strike action is being taken are still required to attend school, regardless of parental choice or the closure of other classes in school.

· We have followed the guidance from the DFE, Unions and the Trust, and our risk assessment for contingency planning on strike days has identified that we only have the capacity to provide supervision for a limited amount of vulnerable and pupil premium children, so unfortunately, we are unable to provide childcare for any other children on the 1st February 2023.
