Further to the information which has been emailed out this week regarding the NEU strike action please note the following:

All school -registered children of compulsory school age in classes open on days when strike action is being taken are still required to attend school, regardless of parental choice or the closure of other classes in school.  This also includes all identified Pupil Premium pupils.
We have followed the guidance from the DFE, Unions and the Trust, and our risk assessment for contingency planning on strike days has identified that we only have the capacity to provide supervision for a limited number of eligible pupil premium pupils, so unfortunately, we are unable to provide childcare for any other children on Wednesday, 15th March & Thursday, 16th March.
