Attendance

Can I remind all parents of our school policy for reporting absences.  School should be contacted before 9.30am on the day of a child’s absence and a detailed reason should be provided.  “Not well” or “poorly” is insufficient information as the illness maybe infectious, notifiable or have medical implications for other pupils and staff. If the reason for absence is not reported on the first day of absence then this will be recorded as an unauthorised absence.  Once the absence is recorded it cannot be amended unless in exceptional circumstances.  If your child has an appointment during school hours, we require that we are provided with the letter or card, prior to the appointment, in order to take a photocopy or alternatively a copy of the card or letter can be emailed to admin2@hpoolholytrinity.or.uk in order to record the appropriate mark.  If this is not produced then it will be recorded as an unauthorised absence in the register.  Can I also remind parents that we do not have holiday request forms and that any requests can be made in writing to school or by emailing school for the attention of the Chair of the Academy Council.  The letter should give full details and reasons for holidays in term time.  Holiday requests/leave of absence should be made at least 4 weeks in advance in order to process.  All holidays are recorded as unauthorised absence. Thank you for your cooperation in this matter.
