Outdoor PE Kit (to be kept in a drawstring bag -available to purchase on ParentPay)

· Plain black jogging bottoms

· Plain black sweatshirt (not hoodie) 
· Plain black or white trainers

Please no Lycra leggings or branded sportswear (eg Adidas stripes)

Please make sure all clothing is clearly marked with your child’s name 

School operates a NO jewellery policy:

The wearing of necklaces, ear-rings (including plastic retainers/'invisible' tubes or studs), watches, bracelets and rings in school is not allowed.

If a child does wear jewellery they will be asked to remove it and asked not to wear it again.  The item of jewellery removed will need collecting by parents/guardian.

Children should not wear:

· Nail varnish/transfer/make up/spray or false tan for school.

Hair: For ALL pupils.

· If hair is worn long (below shoulder length), it must be tied up or back, for hygiene reasons.  Outrageous and inappropriate hairstyles such as mohawks, tramlines, rats tails, skin fades, spikes, shapes, colours and hairstyles created by gel/wax are not acceptable in school.
