Information from Hartlepool Bourgh Council
HBC have recently held a Person of Concern and Location of Concern meeting. The park at Bishop Cuthbert has been raised as a potential place of concern, this is not particularly linked to exploitation yet, but it is a concern as there is a lot of children from all schools congregating there and causing a lot of anti-social behaviour. 

The MACE team have asked that parents be informed and to be vigilant if their children access this park. They do not want to discourage children going to the park, but just want to make parents aware. MACE completed a location assessment and there was drug paraphernalia and empty alcohol bottles and cans found in the bushes and surrounding areas. The outreach community team from Belle Vue are increasing their presence in this area when they do their “walk-around” and the police have said they will increase their presence in the area also.
