Please can we ask that if you travel to school by car that you are mindful where you park. The surrounding area of the school is permit holders only and we have had many complaints from residents and other parents regarding illegal parking on Crawford Street and Stokesley Road. Residents’ complaints have also been raised with HBC, the police and now raised with the local MP who is currently working with Hartlepool Borough Council to ensure parking regulations are enforced. HBC have been out to re-erect signs today which state that the surrounding school area is a no parking no loading zone between the hours of 8:00am-9:30am and 2:30pm – 4:30 pm and also no stopping on markings between 8am and 5pm.
