Parking 

Parking is still a serious ongoing issue around school. Please can we ask that if you travel to school by car that you are mindful where you park. The surrounding area of the school is permit holders only. The single yellow line opposite school on Crawford Street is restricted including no loading at the times specified on the signage. We have contacted Hartlepool Borough Council and asked that they can send out Parking Enforcement Officers to patrol the area during school drop off and collection times. Can we also remind Parents/Guardians not to use the staff car park at any time.  This applies to dropping off or collecting children from Nursery and school, before and after school activities and “Seaton Crew” childcare.
