Sun Safety Advice to Parents/Carers

During the summer term please can all parents/guardians ensure children bring a sunhat and a coat to school. As you will all agree our British weather can be very unpredictable and can change quite quickly, especially being near the seaside. Seaton Carew is often windy and sometimes there is a sea fret which causes cooler conditions. Holy Trinity School caps can be purchased on ParentPay priced at £4.50. Parents/carers should apply sun-cream to their child on a morning before school. All sun-cream brought into school should be clearly marked with the child’s name. If sun-cream is to be reapplied throughout the day the child will be asked to do it themselves (for this reason spray on application of a high protection factor or a roll-on total block is obviously best). Thank you for your cooperation.
Minor Injuries/ Broken Bones

If your child has an injury which requires strapping, bandage, cast or just resting, resulting in them not being able to do normal activities throughout the school day, then it is necessary for us to carry out a risk assessment of your child’s injury prior to them entering the school.  In such circumstances, please bring your child to the school office and your child will be assessed by a member of staff and the appropriate paperwork completed to enable your child’s safety during the school day.  Thank you for your cooperation in this matter.
