· No chunky/Dr Marten type boots/shoes

Please note all school footwear including shoes, boots and trainers must not have any coloured or shaded patterns, logos, stripes, or sparkles on them.

Cycles /Scooters

We have the facility for children to store bikes and scooters on site. If your child would like to come to school on their bike or scooter, please ask for a contract form from the office. Your child will need to wear a helmet and lock their bike / scooter up whilst it is on school grounds.

We ask that children do not ride bikes or scooters within the school grounds for the safety of others.
